The Roanoke Is-
land settlement became known as “The Lost Colony”. Fifth graders have studied the Panama Canal and
how it helped open up trade with other countries. Ships could now avoid the almost 8,000 mile trip around
the tip of South America and only have to travel 50 miles through the canal. The canal was built for ships of
the early 1900’s. Since then super cargo ships have been built and are too wide to fit in the canal. A new
wider canal is being built for these ships to travel through.

Cannons K5 learners have dramatized building snowmen and melting snowmen ﬁ ‘
along with singing and playing higher and lower in songs. It was almost as much
fun as a real snow day!

First graders have explored the instrument families of woods, metals, scrapers, shakers and drums.
Using the different colored umbrellas in Jae Soo Liu's book, Yellow Umbrella, students created their
own music with the different instrument sounds. It was great rainy day fun!

Learners in 2™ grade have used paper flags to help them feel the value of half notes. They were quite
impressive as if they had been practicing!

Third graders have used arc movements with their arms to show the length of phrases in a song. Also,
they have used circular and directional stepping (counterclockwise, clockwise, in and out) fo show
phrase length and the sections in AB form. Great job!

Students in 4™ grade, while studying sixteenth notation, have listened to Pancakes, Pancakes!, brain-
stormed names of pancake toppings that include sixteenth note values, improvised a 4-beat pattern,
and wrote their patterns on paper “pancakes.” Great group work, 4™ grade!

Fifth graders have been making musical connections with Social Studies. They have found that "Give
Me Your Tired, Your Poor” and "Lift Every Voice and Sing" are serious, but are suited as examples of
the ceremonial and national styles. "Maple Leaf Rag,” they discovered is lively and rhythmic, which
makes it great ragtime! Cakewalk, anyone?
